
Summer Student Research Program Studentship 
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The Child & Family Research Institute invites applications for studentships in research pertaining to children’s or women’s health, tenable between May and August as part of the Summer Student Research Program. 
The Summer Student Research Program includes:

1. a limited number of studentships offered to well-motivated students with records of exceptional academic performance to work closely with an investigator on a specific research project, and
2. an interdisciplinary research education program for CFRI-funded and externally funded summer students (from sources other than CFRI).
The studentship is open to undergraduate students in sciences/allied science program or medical students, registered at a recognized university and returning in the fall to continue their program. Out-of province applicants are welcome to apply. Undergraduate students graduating in spring/summer are ineligible to apply for the studentship but may apply to be part of the Research Education Program as an externally (non-CFRI) funded participant (see Summer Student Research Education Program application).
Studentship applications will be accepted from investigators based at the Children’s and Women’s Health Centre of British Columbia or the Child & Family Research Institute, who hold a full academic appointment, and are approved members of the Child & Family Research Institute (category 1, 2 or 3). An investigator may submit only one project attached to one applicant. Applicants may apply for only one project.  Investigators must provide whatever space, supplies or resources the applicant requires to complete the project.  
Projects will be evaluated by the CFRI Research Awards Committee on the academic merit of the student, the scientific merit of the research project, and the potential benefit the student will obtain from the experience. 
Applicants awarded studentships are automatically enrolled in the research education program where both CFRI funded and externally funded students: 
· attend an orientation session,
· participate in an 8-week seminar series held Tuesday and Thursday mornings in June and July, 
· give a short presentation of their research project, and 
· prepare a poster describing the results of their research for poster day at the end of July. 
CFRI-funded summer studentships may be withdrawn if students do not participate in the Research Education Program.
Salary support is provided for a 12-week period between May and August. Undergraduate students receive a stipend of $3,750.00, medical students $4,048.00. Students funded for this program are required to work a minimum of 12 weeks and must not have other sources of funding during this time. If sponsoring a student for less than three months, the student’s stipend is pro-rated accordingly. 
Applicants are encouraged to apply for all other relevant summer student awards (e.g. UBC Faculty of Medicine), so as to increase their chance of success.  Please note that application deadlines for some of these awards are as early as mid January. 
Deadline for receipt of completed applications is March 15th.  Incomplete or late applications will not be accepted. Further information regarding this program can be obtained from Ashley Biggerstaff, Assistant, Educational Initiatives at 875-2000 ext 5397, reseduc@cfri.ca.

The applicant and supervisor will receive acknowledgement and status of application one week after the competition closing date. Successful applications will be notified electronically by the end of April.
